Recent Events

As outlined in the 2008 Presiden t’ s
Report, the re was a lot of ac tivity
a round o ur lodge a t Perishe r Va lley
earlier this year before the ski season
opene d . The long-term outloo k for the
c lub is exc ellen t; let’ s hope tha t the re
will be future snow-fa lls to matc h.

The p romised Water Harvesting system
was insta lled and tested , upgrades to
the in terior were do ne to b ring the
build ing up to c urren t Build ing C od e of
Austra lia fire and sa fety standards, and
behin d the sc en es a ne w 50-year
lease was app roved , a long with the
granting of two more bed spac es a t
Perishe r.

Water Harvesting
The a rtic le in the NPWS Winter 2008
Resort Roundup (reproduc ed below)
exp la ins how our lodge was sele c ted
for a sec ond stag e demonstra tion
system of ra in water and snow melt to
save on town water c onsumption and
hopefully avoid the nee d of ne w
water supp lies for this a rea .  The system
has been in sta lled free to us but is likely
to be required for a ll new build ings.

The water will be sterilised to potab le
d rinking water standard using
germic ida l UV lamps as done for the
town supp ly a t Perishe r Va lley. If the
tank water level gets too low or any of
the e quipmen t fa ils it will automatic a lly
switc h over to town water.
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The fo llowing photo shows some of the
d isrup tion a t the lodge a t the time of
peak ac tivity.  Below it is a c ross-
sec tion of the Snow Gutter tha t has
been l oc a lly designe d to c ollec t wa ter
whilst she dd ing roof ic e and snow.

Lodge Maintenance

Apart from the W ater Harvesting
insta lla tion and fire ra ting upgrade,
Perishe r lod ge h as been repa inted in
a ll upsta irs bed rooms and most of the
lounge room, had ne w IXL
light/ he a ter/ fan units insta lled in a ll
ba throo ms, leaky shower rec esses
have been repa ired , loo se c ha irs and
beds men ded and c rac ked water
p ipes rep lac ed .

New lounge suites have been bought
for the manag er's fla t and rum pus
roo m, ne w light fitt ings for the lounge

roo m, and ne w outdoor furniture h as
been bought for the ba lc ony a t the
Jindabyne lod ge.

Some of you would know of the
priva te c lubs' represen ta tive bod y
SLOPES and how it has vigorously
represen ted us in rec en t years in many
areas, suc h as the ne gotia tion of ne w
exten ded leases and insuranc e
premiums in the ski fields.

I would like to gra tefully ac knowledge
thei r succ ess in c ombining the forc es
of a ll of the c lubs to o b ta in stren gth in
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num bers in dea lings with DECC ,
insuranc e c ompanies and o the r
orga nisa tions we h ave to d ea l with.
The ini tia l lease offer was withd rawn
and a ne w offer made with mu c h
fa irer p rovisions and c harges thanks to
SLOPES interven tion.

Insuranc e c osts have been slashe d
(from $15,800 in 2005 to $6,200 in 2008)
as a result of SLOPES ne gotia ting bulk
insuranc e c overag e in the reg ion.
